The mysteries draw students in by grounding them in familiar experiences and then introduce concepts such as periodic motion, thermodynamics, and sound transmission. This technique allows students to take ownership of their learning and provides a foundation for classroom discussion. Each chapter includes a list of science concepts explored, targeted strategies for using stories at various grade levels, and a key that matches story concepts with corresponding standards.
